In the course of this year Nature Conservation initiated the project “WORK FOR WATER”, which 
makes use of young unemployed people, to help with the clearing of invader plants. This involved 
the drastic eradication of many invader trees and shrubs. Although the reserve looked scarred at 
first, it healed so well after the first rains and is looking greener and healthier than ever. But this is 
a long term project and we will have to keep up the clearing process. The Friends would like to 
thank Adelene Marais, Johan Pietersen and all their helpers for looking after the reserve with 
such care and special thanks also to the three very friendly guards at the gate.  

 
After two years of working on our DISCOVERY AND SENSORY 
TRAIL, we can now report that construction will commence early 
next year. We will start off with the parking area, bird hide as well as 
the rest deck and toilet facility. It took many months to get the 
studies done, all the approvals from Nature Conservation and 
sufficient funds to do the first phase of this project. This will be a 
dream come true. We thank organizations like Jacaranda FM 94.2, 
the Bikers Group and the Rand Merchant Bank (through Bird Life 
SA) for their generous contribution.
